Trip Itinerary and Details

Day 1 / May 17t

DEPARTURE
Departure from Jacksonville International Airport to Beirut, Lebanon. Appropriate meals will be

served on board.

Day 2 / May 18th

ARRIVAL BEIRUT
Arrival Beirut airport, where you will be met by "Lawrence Tours" representative and transferred
to Hotel Madison in Junieh for dinner and overnight stay.

Day 3 / May 19'h

FULL DAY BYBLOS - STE RAFKA - KOZHAYA MONASTERY & VALLEY.

Today we start our tour by the visit of Byblos (a must-see) Phoenician city that ranks among the
"oldest continually inhabited cities of the world" - over 7000 years old and the birthplace of the
linear alphabet. During our visit we see the Crusader Castle, the mediaeval port and the re-
mains of the Roman city walls. Archaeological excavations, byzantine churches, mosques and
Martyr's Square, drive through the Batroun Mountain to visit Ste Rafka Monastery and (Mar
Neemtallah-Hardini if time permits) continue to the beautiful Kozhaya Valley-of-the-Saints to
visit St. Antoine Monastery set in the mountain side.

Day 6 / May 22nd

FULL DAY PETRA

This morning we depart for PETRA, Jordan's most exciting and adventurous travel experience,
hidden away in the encircling craggy rock mountains south of the DEAD SEA, this 2000 year old
city built by the NABATAEANS can only be reached by "horseback" through a narrow rose-
colored gorge. The sudden view of PETRA"S most spectacular monument the "KHAZNEH" or
Treasury is a dramatic sight. We will also view other unique monuments some carved right into
the mountains themselves. Return to Amman for dinner and overnight.

Once we finish with the border crossing, we will be met on the West Side of the Bridge by
"Lawrence Tours" representative and drive to Visit Old Jericho, View Mt of Temptation where
the Lord was tempted, and continue to the Dead Sea and visit Qumran, where the Dead Sea
Scrolls were found. Drive through the Jordan Valley all the Way to Tiberias and our hotel for
dinner and overnight.

Day 8 / May 24t

FULL DAY TABGHA, CAPERNAUM, BEATITUDES, MAGDALA SEA OF GALILEE, JORDAN
RIVER.

Our busy day begins with our motor-coach passing through MAGDALA, home of Mary Magda-
lene, Stop at TABGHA, and visit the Church of the Miracle of the "LOAVES & FISHES", tradi-
tional site of the Multiplication Miracle. Onto the Church of the Primacy of St Peter, on the shores
of the Sea of Galilee, wherein lies the rock of "Mensa Christi", where Jesus conferred on Peter
to be the 1st Pope. Continue onto the Mt of Beatitudes, where JESUS proclaimed the Sermon
on the Mount, then a short journey to Capernaum, the center of Jesus Ministry and where he
performed many miracles. Visit the Ruins of the Ancient Synagogue where Jesus preached and
see the House of Peter. Then a boat ride across the Sea of Galilee. (optional St Peter's Fish
lunch). Continue to Jordan River to commemorate the Baptism of Jesus. Dinner and overnight
in Tiberias.

Day 9 / May 25t

FULL DAY NAZARETH, CANA, MT CARMEL, HAIFA, CAESAREA

Early morning we drive to Cana, where Jesus performed the first miracle at the request of His
mother turning water into wine at the Cana Wedding, continue to Nazareth and visit the "Church
of Annunciation” and see the Cave where the Angel Gabriel appeared to Mary, we then view
Mary and Joseph's House of Carpentry shop where Jesus spent 30 years of His life. Next we
drive to Mt Carmel to visit the Carmelete Monastery, Chapel of the Holy Family and Elijah’s
Cave. Proceed to the Crusader Port City of Caesarea and the Roman Capital of Israel, where
we view the Archeological ruins of the Roman Amphitheatre from the days of King Herod and
Paul's imprisonment. Drive through the coasal road to Jerusalem for dinner and overnight.

Day 10 / May 26th

FULL DAY MT OF OLIVES, GETHSEMANE, KIDRON VALLEY, BETHLEHEM, SHEPHERDS'
FIELD

In the morning we ascend to the Mt of Olives and marvel at the spectacular view of the Holy
City of Jerusalem. We descend on foot via the Church of the Pater Noster, the Chapel of the
Ascension from Which Place Jesus returned to His Father, and the Church Of Dominus Flevit,
where Jesus wept over the destiny of the City. Continue to the Church of All Nations, in the
Garden of Gethsemane where Jesus endured His agony. Descend across the Kidron Valley to
the Church of St Peter in Gallicantu, where the Apostle denied Christ 3 times. Continue to
Bethlehem the City of David and visit the Church of the Nativity,built over the stable where
Jesus was born and visit the Milk Grotto, proceed to the Shepherd's Field at the Chapel of the
Angels. Shopping for genuine Olive Wood & Mother of Pearl Religious articles famously know in
Bethlehem. Return to our hotel in Jerusalem for dinner and overnight.

Day 11 / May 27th

FULL DAY WALKING TOUR OF THE OLD CITY OF JERUSALEM & MT ZION

This morning we start our walking tour through the Zion Gate and see the Western Wall, the
holiest shrine to the Jews and view the Dome of the Rock and Al Agsa Mosque. Continue to
the Pool of Bethesda, St Anne’s Church (Birthplace of Mary), the Chapel of Flagellation,
Eco Homo Arch ("Behold The Man"), and onto the Via Dolorosa (The Way Of The cross),
culminating in the Church Of The Holy Sepulcher, incorporating both Calvary and the Resur-
rection Tomb. Continue to Mt Zion just outside the City Walls to visit the Room Of The last
Supper, King David's Tomb and the Church of Dormition, from which place Our Blessed
Mother was assumed into Heaven. Return to our hotel for dinner and overnight.

Day 7 / May 23
This morning we proceed to MADABA site of the oldest exciting map of the Holyland and home
of a beautiful 6th century BYZANTINE mosaic Mosque. Then we drive to Allenby Bridge to cross
into the Holyland, on our way we will view Mt Nebo, traditional tomb of MOSES.
